Caroline Klose noted there are a number of risks associated with volunteers
undertaking work at that location (in the road reserve), in particular that we are
aware the wall was damaged due to a vehicle.

Action: Council to confirm what qualifications might be required to reconstruct
the rock wall and investigate the possibility of work experience students to assist
with reconstruction, noting the associated risks of a community working bee at
that location.

Item 9.1 Embankment Erosion — Smith Drive, West Ballina Shire Council

On Behalf of West Ballina Residents Association (WBRA), Les Hume raised
that residents and road users on Smith Drive, West Ballina are requesting
Council to urgently provide embankment rock fill in the area of 81-83 Smith
Drive, West Ballina due to the ongoing erosion of the embankment of Emigrant
Creek that is about to consume the roadway itself. Trees have already fallen
into the Creek and more are about to. Buses travel along the road to the hall
further up the road.

At the meeting the following information was provided.

Along the Richmond River and associated tributaries there is a significant
percentage of existing of rock revetment in a poor condition. Most of the rock
revetment in our urban areas is along Crown Lands and is Crown’s
responsibility to manage these requests.

To manage requests that fall under Councils responsibility, each site is
prioritised on risk to public infrastructure and urban foreshore.

The section of Smith Drive you have highlighted is council’s responsibility. This
site will require remediation works to maintain the road shoulder and eliminate
the risk of future damage. This has been inspected by the Engineering Works
teams and the team are completing preconstruction activities to repair this
section.

Action: Civil Services to provide an update at the 10 March 2026 meeting.
Staff comment:

Council crews have inspected the site and installed warning signage and
delineation until the rectification works are able to be completed. Planning has
commenced on gaining the fisheries approval required to repair the revetment

wall.

The planning approvals are still underway with the works anticipated to be
completed in the final quarter of the financial year.

Item 9.2 Riverbank Subsidence — Daydream Avenue, West Ballina

Homeowners at the bottom of Daydream Avenue, West Ballina, at the River
end are experiencing subsidence of the bank at the roads ending, undermining
of the rock wall along with the area being washed away around the Storm Water
outlet as well. Stabilisation of the bank and rock need to be done to stop further
erosion that will encroach on the two properties there.

The following information was provided at the meeting.

The area at the end of the road reserve has been inspected and is not currently
a high priority site. There is at least a 5m grass verge before the edge of road
formation. The rock revetment will need topping up in the future but at this stage
the site will continue to be monitored.

Council has previously communicated with the owners of 2 Daydream Avenue
to explain that the rock revetment at the rear of their property is crown lands
responsibility.

Action: Civil Services to provide an update at the 10 March meeting.

Staff comment:

Staff will continue to monitor the area and complete necessary rectification if
the infrastructure is at risk.
